If your child is Absent, please contact the office and let them know (512)735-8350.  Attendance 
is so important!   If possible, try to plan family vacations during our scheduled breaks.  It is hard 
for your child to make up work missed in kindergarten since most work is oral, hands-on and 
done in class.  
 
Once a week, the kindergartners will have Art and Music with Mrs. Kaye. Students will have an 
opportunity to learn basic artistic and musical skills while intertwining the two. They will learn 
how to play rhythm and bar instruments (i.e. xylophones and glockenspiels) through the Orff 
technique.  They will learn the instruments that make up an orchestra and study dynamics and 
tempo.  They will explore the lives of important classical composers and listen to their music.  
They will also be singing and dancing to Jewish music, as well as modern Israeli music. They 
will study famous artists and create thoughtful projects using a variety of media in the artist’s 
style. Students will also have the opportunity to create art pieces based on Jewish holidays and 
themes.

Birthdays are recognized during morning announcements and the class will celebrate by 
recognizing the student throughout the day.

Dismissal on Monday – Thursday is at 3:30 and on Friday at 3:00 by the ECP front door.  If you 
do not pick up your child by 3:40 on Monday – Thursday or 3:10 on Friday, he/she will be 
brought to the office to wait until you arrive. 
 
We use a classroom management program called Conscious Discipline.  This is a social and 
emotional intelligence program that empowers both teachers and children.  It will be explained in 
detail on Back-to-School Night, September 10th. If interested, you can read more by visiting 
www.consciousdiscipline.com. 
 
The Diverse Learner Program provides support to K-8th grade students in three primary areas. 
The first includes children who have a demonstrated learning need and require either a 
modification or an accommodation in order to successfully engage the curriculum. Students 
attend on a regular basis until such time as the support is no longer necessary to be successful in 
the classroom. Parents are involved in the decision to have their child receive this support and 
are provided with regular updates as to their child’s progress.  
 
The second component of the Diverse Learner program involves supporting our English 
Language Learners (ELL). These students, for whom English is a second or subsequent 
language, receive support in English language acquisition that allows them to move towards 
integration into an English-speaking school environment. Studies have shown that immersion is 
a very powerful approach for second language development. At AJA, ELL students have the 
benefit of both immersion as well as individual or small group instruction.  
 
The third component of the Diverse Learner program involves serving our Advanced Learner.  
This piece has been designed to meet the needs of children who need more enrichment than what 
is being provided in the classroom.  The goal of the Advanced Learner Program is to create 
challenges for these students in their area(s) of interest through acceleration or enrichment.  
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Students have the opportunity to extend the projects done in the Learning Lab to their own home 
and classroom when time allows.  Homework maybe provided in place of class assignments. 
 
The learning lab teacher will also work very closely with other teachers and specialists to support 
the specific student’s needs. Usually the learning lab teacher will work with small groups.

Kindergarten will have Gym class twice a week with Coach Bull.  The children must wear 
sneakers on those days. 
 
Austin Jewish Academy’s physical education curriculum provides a comprehensive program 
from kindergarten through 8th grade, with a strong emphasis on movement development, sport 
specific skills, teamwork and promoting a physically active lifestyle.  
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 The primary objectives are: 

·  To instill a joy for physical fitness in each child that can be continued throughout their 
life 

·  To develop coordination, strength, flexibility, and endurance 
·  To provide opportunities for leadership, sportsmanship, and team building 
·  To develop basic motor skills that later can be used in individual and team sports  
·  To develop a sense of fair play and cooperation in children and the ability to work in 

group 
 
The Physical Education Program is designed to meet the needs of all students. We will 
emphasize sportsmanship, cooperation, teamwork, listening skills, safety, basic movement, 
rhythmic movement, and creative movement. We hope your children will come home to show 
you and tell you what they have been doing in P.E. 
 
Some of the activities students will be exposed to include: ball handling skills, perceptual motor 
skills, fitness activities, basic fitness concepts, Jump Rope for Heart, Marathon for kids, and 
teamwork promoting games. 
 
Expectations for Kindergarten: 
The Student will be able to: 

�  Demonstrate basic body control, fundamental movement skills, strength, endurance, and 
flexibility.  

�  Exhibit awareness of personal and general space while moving in different directions 
and at varying speeds. 

�  Demonstrate a variety of relationships such as; over, under, beside, next to and in front 
of.  

�  Demonstrate loco-motor and non loco-motor movements. 
�  Distinguish between active and inactive lifestyles. 
�  Follow all class rules meet behavior expectations. 
 

By stressing the joy and rewards of physical activity, behaviors can be developed that last a life 
time. The majority of activities for the Kindergarteners are designed to have them work in teams, 
promote their physical fitness, and develop the basic skills used in many different games and 
sports. 
 
 

H   

Our class will be an active learning environment.  Learning is fun and engaging when children 
are doing meaningful Hands-on activities. 
 
Please let us know of any circumstances that affect your child's Health.  These could include 
medication that may make him sleepy, lack of sleep, a death in the family, etc.  Also, please let 
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me know of any allergies your child might have, especially food allergies.  We do a substantial 
amount of cooking to complement lessons and it would be helpful to know when we plan our 
recipes. 
 
Your extra Help at Home is important!  When time permits, please work on these readiness 
skills:

·  tying shoes 

 
For Homework, we require that your child be read to for a minimum of ten minutes each night. 
Along with that there will be family projects (e.g. Me Box) with most units of study. The second 
half of the year we will begin to send home Homework Readers once a week, in addition to the 
ten minutes of read aloud time. 
 
Hebrew happens daily at AJA.  All activities in Hebrew and Judaic classes will incorporate 
Modern Hebrew. The children will be introduced to the Hebrew alphabet and basic Hebrew 
vocabulary. 
 

I  

The question to keep your child at home can be a difficult one, especially when decisions must 
be made first thing in the morning.  It is important, however, to keep your child home if he/she 
feels I ll.  This helps to make them more comfortable and prevents others from becoming ill. 
 Children function more effectively in the classroom when they are healthy. 
 
Because children learn to read by reading, they need plenty of opportunities to read 
Independently.  Sufficient time and appropriate materials are necessary to develop and 
strengthen reading abilities.  By giving the children time to read both at school and at home, we 
can work together to provide a literature-rich environment and a life-long love of reading.   
 

J 

One strategy that will be used to convey the vital concept that print conveys meaning, is the 
frequent use of Journal writing.  In our classes, the children will record their thoughts in a 
variety of journals (science, reading response, math, writer's workshop).  In these journals, the 
kindergartners combine their emerging writing skills with their drawing skills.  As the children 
are exposed to a variety of phonics and reading experiences, journal entries will move from 
drawings and invented spellings to more conventional writing. 
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All of the students will have meaningful classroom Jobs to complete each day. These jobs 
contribute to the functioning of the classroom and the health of the school family. 
 
It is our goal to foster a love, not just for learning, but a love of being Jewish.  
The children will spend 45 minutes every day in Hebrew and Judaics.  We integrate Jewish 
studies with our general studies as much as possible.  
 
Kindergarten Hebrew and Judaics classes will follow the Jewish calendar. Students will hear and 
discuss the Torah stories in each week’s portion (Parashat Hashavua) and become familiar with 
the biblical characters. For the holidays we will read stories, learn the rituals and sing many 
songs!  
 
In addition, we will learn prayers and the Kindergarten class will have a ceremony called Shma 
Pillow Night in the spring that will involve the children and their parents.  
 

K  

Students in our classrooms are encouraged and expected to treat all members of our learning 
community with Kindness and respect.  We will notice and celebrate kind acts throughout the 
day. 
 

L  

The children go to the L ibrary once a week.   They are introduced to the concept of book 
borrowing, including proper book care and responsibility. They learn about the parts of a book, 
the difference between fiction and non-fiction, and how to find and choose a book from the 
library’s print collection. Children will be exposed to age and curriculum appropriate fiction and 
non-fiction works through weekly read alouds and related lesson activities. There is an emphasis 
on exposing children to quality works of children’s literature, including award winning books 
and author studies. We also introduce students to works from our extensive Judaic collection 
through readings of bible stories, folk tales, holiday themed books and fiction with Judaic 
content. Kindergarten students may borrow one book from the library for one week. 
 
 
The children will practice reading and writing skills in L iteracy centers while we work with 
small guided reading groups.  The center activities are designed to strengthen letter/sound 
knowledge, listening skills, oral language expression, phonemic awareness, letter formation, and 
cooperation. 
 
The children will eat Lunch every day from 11:15am to 11:45am on Monday – Thursdays; 
12:15pm-12:45pm on Fridays. AJA observes the laws of Kashrut (Jewish dietary laws). Please 
no meat products!   
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M

The kindergarten Mathematics curriculum provides students with mathematical experiences that 
help them develop number senses and a positive attitude towards mathematics that will continue 
throughout their school career and their lives.  We employ a hands-on problem solving approach. 
 
 

N 

Every Monday, you will receive our grade level electronic Newsletter, the BeeHive This will 
keep you informed about what is happening in kindergarten - skills we are learning, special 
activities, and upcoming events.  At times, teachers will send a more detailed description of 
activities specific to each class. Every Tuesday, you will receive AJA’s community electronic 
newsletter, the MaccaBEE.  
 

O  

One of the goals for elementary school children is learning to become independent and 
responsible citizens.  There are ways that you can help your child develop important 
Organizational skills. 
   - Check your backpack each morning for the necessary supplies (lunch, snack, any homework 
or books that are due, folder if it is Monday). 
   - Keep homework readers in your backpack so they do not get lost. 
   - Give yourself plenty of time to complete assignments and turn them in on time. 
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P 

Parental involvement in school activities makes your child feel important and sends the message 
that you value school!   
 
Keep in mind that the kindergartners will spend 30 minutes every day on the Playground unless 
it is raining.  Check the weather daily and please help your child dress accordingly.

Whenever you have a Question, feel free to call us during our planning times which will be 
given to you by your child’s teacher. 
 

R 

Report cards are sent electronically three times a year.  These reports reflect the progress your 
child has made toward various kindergarten objectives and uses a grading system that reflects the 
developmental nature of kindergarten learning. 
 
The class will create our Rules together the first week of school.  By having the students make 
up the rules themselves, they feel a sense of ownership in them and will be more likely to follow 
them.  
 
The Room parents' job is to be available to help coordinate parties and activities and to seek 
volunteers for field trips and events.  Being a room parent is a great way to be involved in your 
child's school life.  You may sign up at Back-to-School Night on September 10th. 
 
We will start the year with a daily Rest time.  Your child will need a rest mat to begin the year 
that will be kept in the hall outside the classroom. There is a lot of traffic in the kindergarten 
hallway, so we find the nap mats tend to stay cleaner if kept in a bag and hung from a hook.   
 
The most important thing you can do to promote academic success for your child is Read to 
him/her every night. 
 

S 
Throughout your child’s time here at AJA they will progress through a curricular Scope and 
Sequence. Essentially, starting in Kindergarten, the students will spiral through the essential 
knowledge and skills needed for an excellent education.  This will prepare them for their 
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educational endeavors beyond AJA. If you are interested in learning about the Kindergarten 
TEKS (Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills) visit this website: www.tea.state.tx.us/teks 
 
The focus of the kindergarten Science curriculum is on developing an awareness of the world in 
which we live.  Through scientific inquiry, concepts will be presented in the life and earth 
sciences, including the five senses, general health, animals, dinosaurs, plants, insects, and space. 
 These areas will be explored utilizing a literacy based, hands-on approach. 
 
Sharing is welcome in our class!   We only ask that the children refrain from bringing in toys to 
share.  Please help your child choose objects that are "special" to them - books, travel souvenirs, 
rocks, shells, pictures, jewelry, etc. are all appropriate things to bring in.  If the object is fragile, 
we can help the child keep it safe by storing it on my desk 
  
Your child will need a HEALTHY Snack every day (no meat, please).  These snacks will be 
eaten mid-morning and should be easy for your child to manage and eat fairly quickly.  Please 
send the snack in a separate baggie so that the child can easily retrieve it from the backpack and 
place it in our "snack basket" in the morning.  Remember, our goal is to help the children 
establish independence in their daily routines.  Whatever we can do to help the child better 
manage these tasks independently will build self-confidence!   
 
The kindergarten Social Studies curriculum focuses on the students and how they relate to others 
in their classroom, families, school, and community. 
 
School Supplies will be provided by AJA.  
 

T  

Take a minute to Tell me about your child.  Every year we ask you, the parents, to send an email 
or letter, telling about your child.  It is extremely helpful if you include information such as fears, 
likes/dislikes, strengths, challenges, quirks, you get the idea.  The more we know about your 
child, the better we can meet his or her needs. 
  
Bringing Toys to school is discouraged because they distract the children from learning.  If a toy 
is accidentally lost or broken, feelings will be hurt.  Students may bring on books that are clearly 
marked with your child's name. 
 
A Transmittal envelope will be sent home every Monday.  It is important that you check this 
envelope every Monday, empty it, and return it by the following Monday.  We will send home 
your child's work, as well as important classroom and school information in this envelope. 
 
The kindergartners will visit the Ms. Rosen in the Technology lab twice a week. At AJA, our 
goal is that technology will enable students to become: 

·  Capable information technology users  
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·  Information seekers, analyzers, and evaluators  
·  Problem solvers and decision makers  
·  Creative and effective users of productivity tools  
·  Communicators, collaborators, publishers, and producers  
·  Informed, responsible, and contributing citizens

Our daily Writer's Workshop builds on what each child already knows. Writing begins with 
scribbles and proceeds to lines and circles, random strings of letters, words and spaces and 
eventually sentences. Your children will be encouraged and praised for all attempts and 
accomplishments in writing. Providing a risk-free environment is paramount to your child's 
progress in writing.  If possible, please provide your child with writing tools, such as pencils, 
crayons, markers and paper at home.
